The Character of Christ

Christ Jesus, our Lord, is the center and substance of the Bible. In the Old Testament and in the New
Testament varied names and titles are applied to Him. These names, or titles, grow out of His
relations to God and man. In studying these names, we learn a great deal of His character, message
and work. It will give every believer a greater love and deeper reverence for the Lord. For further
learning, study Philippians 2:9-11.

1. Son of God — He is not a son, but THE Son of God. Mark 1:1, Luke 1:35, John 1:34, 20:30-31,
Romans 1:4

2. Immanuel — He is “"God with us”. Notice it is not Jehovah God, not God the Father. John 1:1, 14,
Colossians 2:8-13

3. Son of Man — More often than by any other title (80 times), Jesus referred to Himself as the “Son
of Man”. Daniel 7:13-14, Philippians 2:7, Galatians 4:4, Hebrews 2:18, 4:15

4. Lamb — Why a lamb? John 1:29, 1Peter 2:24, Romans 4:25, 5:21

5. Savior — Each one who is lost, condemned or in danger, needs a Savior. Luke 19:10, John 12:47,
1Timothy 1:15, 1John 4:14, Hebrews 7:25

6. Deliverer — Every law has a penalty attached, and he who breaks the law must suffer the penalty
when the law is executed. Men sinned, became lawless and justice demands the transgressor suffer
the penalty. John 8:34, Hebrews 10:4, Romans 11:26, Galatians 1:3-5, Romans 7:6, 1Thess. 1:10

7. Ransom — Ezekiel 18:4, Romans 16:16, 5:6, 1Peter 1:18-19

8. Redeemer — Christ is the price paid for our redemption and He is also the one who paid the price,
hence He is also our redemption. Galatians 3:15, Ephesians 1:7, Titus 2:14

9. Mediator — 1Timothy 2:4-5, Hebrews 7:25, 2Corinthians 5:19-20

10. Physician — Isaiah 1:5-6, Mark 2:17

11. Leader — Isaiah 55:4, Hebrews 2:12, 1Peter 2:21, John 12:26

12. Shepherd — John 10:14-15, 1Peter 2:25, John 10:3-4, Psalm 23:3-4
13. Light — Ephesians 5:13, 1John 1:5, 7, Luke 2:32, Colossians 1:13
